The Sermon Meeting a Stranger

One of the hallmarks of modernity is the mantra Oall paths lead to God.O Of course, the prol
lem isnOt that this is false (all roads do at some point get to God) but that there is no safe pat
God. All paths to God that avoid Jesus (the Odoor,0 John 10:7) end not in grace but in judgn
Instead of our finding God, God has caught up to us: an estranged creation on the run. But
what happens when we are introduced to this stranger? How can the gulf between us be brid
once and for all?

The Music “Twas Love That Urged Him On

Tragedy seemed to find William Cowper (pronounced OCooperO) at nearly every turn of his |
broken engagements, illness, even insanity and suicide attempts threatened to break him of
trust in Christ. But as you can see from this poem of his set to music by Matt Haeck and Rob
Recio, Cowper understood his earthly crosses to be lighter fare, when compared to the death
the Son of God. It was in JesusO atoning death that Cowper and you and me will finally find
peace with God. When all else fails us and the miseries of life threaten to overwhelm us we r
member that it was Olove that urged him onO in JesusO pursuit of a bloody pilgrimage for his

ple.

The Service Benediction

The last word of the worship service belongs to God. Just as he begins our conversation by ¢
ing us to worship him, he ends it by dismissing us with his blessing. The benediction follows
ancient form of the Aaronic blessing: the words which the Jewish priests would pronounce ov
the people every evening. In this blessing, God puts his name on us. Through this act of pla
his name on us, God calls us his own, promises to bless us, tells us he is pleased with us, an
dismisses us with his peace. There can be no surer words of comfort as we go into another v
of normal life. In whatever you do or wherever you go, know that God has blessed you by ple
ing his name on you.

Kingdoms may rise and fall, whether the Babylor
ans, Persians, Greeks, or Romans, but God rules over all, and the people of God and the
plans of God are secure. Despite the changing circumstances of life, GodOs peoeple must
main faithful to Him, who ultimately will destroy His enemies and deliver His people
through a Savior.

The good news is that his presence is synonymous with salvatiol
and our transformation from strangers to sons.

Discussion:

The great irony of John 1 is the estrangement that exists between the Creator and his cre:
tion (1:10). How does this estrangement help us understand and defend the doctrire of cr
tion? That is, why is redemption even necessary if the Creator and his creation are essent
related to one another?

Explanation:

1. Read verse 7. How would you define witness? How does the meaning of the verse cha
by giving the word a OforensicO meaning? Hoes does your understanding of JohnOs roll
is you see him less as an evangelist and more as a divine appointed spokesman who reau
the legal charges against GodOs creation, putting the darkness in the wrong?

2. Read verse 12. Is this OrightO to sonship inherent or a privilege granted by God?

Application:

The popular metaphor of being Oborn againO can be traced to John (both here and in chs
ter 3). What difference does the new birth make? How have you experienced the implicati
of the new birth in your own life?
