Taking Worship Home

Introduction:

The suffering of Jacob's family has been serious. When being interviewed by Pharaoh, Jacob says tl
the years of his life have been "few and evil." But through the adversity of sin, God has worked to re
unite Jacob's family, save the world from starvation, and create a place for this family of premise to b
come a nation of promise. It is often too difficult to discern God's purposes for our trouble when we a
in the midst of them. But as Jacob emerges from a long, long time of suffering and sin we are introdu
to a man who is able to bless others because he knows the blessing he has been given.

Discussion:

What is the relationship between God's sovereignty and human accountability? Long ago, God told
Abraham that the family of promise would become sojourners and servants in a land not their own.
Now, through the brilliant administration of Joseph, the family has been settled in Egypt. What insight
does this give us?

Explanation:

1. 46:1, where was Jacob going the last time he left Beersheba (see 28:10)?

2. Both Abraham and Isaac had built altars for sacrifice and worship at Beersheba. What does it mesz
for Jacob to now worship at those same altars?

3. God's speech to Jacob is the last record of God speaking until he appears to Moses in the burning
bush some 430 years later. What is significant about the content of God's speech?

4. Why is the genealogy recorded in Genesis 46?7 What significance does the number 70 have? For |
sight, read Genesis 5:5; 10:2; 46:8; Deut. 10:22.

5. How is Jacob's attitude toward death changed after he sees Joseph in 46:307?

Application:

1. Although Jacob has been the technical head of the family, his leadership has not been very good.
family lost sight of the promise of God and they suffered. As you look at your own periods of sufferin
and sin, do you think that your own forgetting or not trusting God's promises has a bearing on your
susceptibility to trouble?

2. God renewed his covenant with Jacob at Beersheba and Jacob was changed. How and when doe
renew his covenant with you? What is the result?

3. Jacob is revitalized by news of Joseph being alive and he is reoriented by God's new word. He ap|
before Pharaoh as a representative of God, blessing the nations as God promised Abraham he woul
through this family. What are you being renewed, revitalized, and reoriented to do? How is your callir
strengthened by God's saving and renewing work in your life?

4. People often try to start over after a particularly troubling time in life by reinventing themselves: ne
car, new wardrobe, new spouse. But the story of Jacob seems to suggest that his renewal came fron
back to an ancient promise. Our new beginnings are not founded on what seems to be exciting and f
filling, but on the promise given to us in Christ's death and resurrection. What is that promise and ho
is it made manifest in your life?
