Parenting Insights

Dr. David Anderson of the Youth &
Family Institute offers these “Four
Keys for Daily Living” to nurture
faith life in the home:

1. Caring Conversations—
Listening and responding to
our children’s daily concerns
makes it easier to have
meaningful talks about God’s
love. We express that love to
others.

2. Family Devotions—Infusing
caring conversations with
“God-talk” elevates them into
devotions. We find God in our
everyday experiences.

3. Rituals and Traditions—
These identify who we are and
tell a family’s stories. We bless
and pray for one another and
have bedtime rituals that
include God'’s presence.

4. Family Service—This isn’t an
obligation but a loving,
grateful response to God’s love
for us. We live our faith.
