Mythbusters #6:
God Wants His People to be Healthy and Wealthy
Community Group Study Questions
Proverbs 3:1-10; Psalm 73 and selected passages

Does God want His people to be “successful?” How does God define “success?”
Does God'’s definition of success differ from ours? Are we automatically
“blessed” when we obey God (Deuteronomy 28:1-2; Malachi 3:10)?

How do we reconcile God’s prosperity promises (Proverbs 3:1-4) with the promise
that His people will experience suffering and persecution (2 Timothy 3:12; Acts
9:15-16)? Why do the wicked often seem to prosper (Psalm 72:3)?

Why do promoters of “Prosperity Theology” claim that God wants to make us
healthy and wealthy (Proverbs 3:7-10)? Do you agree with this teaching? Why or
why not? Why can this teaching be dangerous?



4. Why is an eternal perspective essential to surviving the challenges and
persecutions that we face (Romans 8:18; 1 Peter 4:12-13; Hebrews 10:35-37)? Do
you have this kind of eternal perspective? If not, how can you get it (cf. Proverbs
3:5-6)?

5. Can you resonate with the words of Asaph in Psalm 73:2-3 and 13-14? What is the
result of the wicked people’s prosperity (Psalm 73:5-7, 12)? Do you know of
someone who lives a wicked life, but has still experienced “success?”

6. When you next hear someone say that God wants His people to be healthy and
wealthy, how will you respond? How can you direct that person to true spiritual
prosperity rather than temporary physical prosperity (2 Corinthians 4:18)?
